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Description of Work  
 

Since opening of the new international airport at Chek Lap Kok, investigation and remediation of the old 
airport runway at Kai Tak has been underway.  GCG (Asia) Ltd was appointed by the consultants carrying 
out this study as geotechnical specialists on reclamation and ground investigation.  The project includes a 
26 hectare reclamation, which will be constructed over very soft contaminated sediments and underlying 
soft marine deposits using vertical drains and surcharge.  Also to be constructed are several cut-and-cover 
tunnel sections for a future highway and two major culverts up to 100m wide which will be designed to 
carry stormwater from the extensive hills and urban area behind Kai Tak. 
 
The selected treatment for the contaminated sediments is an innovative process which has to date only  
been taken to field trial stage.  The clean-up technology draws heavily on a 10-year research programme 
under the USEPA, particularly the work carried out in New York harbour.  The ground treatment will be 
closely interfaced with the clean-up technology to provide an appropriate engineering solution. 
 
This commission is the first phase of the complete regeneration of the old airport at Kai Tak for future New
