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Description of Work  
 

Contract CC300 is adjacent to the Border crossing at Lok Ma Chau in the Northern New Territories and is 
part of the new rail network which connects China to the heart of Hong Kong.  This Contract included the 
site formation over existing fish ponds adjacent to the Sham Chun river, construction of the Terminus 
building and provision of emergency vehicle access and upgrading of various road and drainage facilities.  
The Contract was awarded to a Joint Venture of Balfour Beatty and Lam Construction.  The Contract 
Period was approximately 4 years and construction commenced in November 2002. 
 
GCG (Asia) Ltd provided advice on various aspects of the construction over the soft pond and marine 
deposits as well as undertaking a technical assessment of piling using polymers for temporary support.  The 
site formation at the Terminus is approximately 10 hectares and involved a programme of sequential filling 
to a finished platform level of approximately 5mPD.  Due to the low strength of the natural deposits, the 
design includes a stepped profile of earthworks.  A tight construction programme and small long term 
target settlement required the installation of vertical drains and surcharging, making this a technically 
challenging project.
