The geology of the area comprised mixed awoic rocks and the study included a preliminaryafis
assessment of the rock jointing and joint infillter@als. Visual inspection revealed the preserice o
slickensides, manganiferous deposits, limonitevanite or buff kaolin or clay in the joint infill.

The preliminary assessment revealed that advargengin the bedrock and the quality of the jaimfill

had a significant effect on the stability of thekslope as construction was in progress. GCGajAsi
prepared a preliminary assessment which was us@dotode an immediate response to the project
Insurers.
